Please do your part to help out the auction in @aper by having completed projeft
pieces ready, and then go ahead and bid on afoiexkl to your collection.

What kind of workshop do you have and what kinds otools do you have in it?

My shop is in my basement so | do have limitationsheight and mobility but | have a cabinet salwaad saw,
joiner, planer, sanders.

What kind of lathe(s) do you have?
| have a 20” Powermatic, a 12" Jet, and a Jet mini.
How many different turning tools do you have and wht is your absolute favorite of them?

Well, I've never actually counted them, but like shaf us | am a bit of a tool junky. | would sayoab 4 or 5
dozen. My favorite would have to be a Sorby 3/8 bgouge with a steep fingernail grind.

and just focus on one small thing and | could just it off and come back to it at any point.

How did you learn to turn?

Like most of us | am a combination of self taughd deminars with traveling turners.

What was the hardest part of the learning curve foryou?

Well like most things that have to do with usingigytiands, it's not your head you need to teach yur hands;
so, when you make a mistake that your head doasdérstand you tend not to learn from it i.e. when have
an unexpected catch you tend to grip the tool éighhd go in and get an even bigger catch. Sonmestyou just
need to let go of what your brain wants to do atgdur hands figure it out for themselves.

What was the first thing that you ever turned?

| think the first piece | did in school was a bawtned with scrapers. | think the first piece | mazh my own
lathe was a pencil box.

What is your favorite form to turn now?
I like to turn a lot of different things, but | tik my favorite is still bowls.

Ultimately, the wood itself will inspire me. | catart a piece with one thing in mind and once iitstaning dif-
ferent grains and patterns and just go with itsbdind a lot of wonderful shapes in nature.

If you had to name one person who has really influeed you in your turning, who would that be and how
have they influenced you?

How much time per week do you usually spend in thehop turning?

A little from column A and a little from column Busually have a general design, but let the wdothte shapes
and details.

“Arbutus” is the family name and not the specie aaand in fact there are some 14 different speeies,some
sub-species, that fall within the Arbutus familyhe species with which we are familiar is: Arbutnenziesii —
Pacific Madrone which is found on the west coasiofth America from southern British Columbia ton@al
California, on the west slopes of the Sierra Nevad Pacific Coast Range mountains. There are sites for
other Arbutus species that are found in both Euanpe other parts of the US, but it is the Pacifiadvbne with
which we are familiar. One interesting side-lighthat the same tree north of the Siskiyou’s terofeferenced
as Madrona while south of the Siskiyou’s they ardkédne. This is a distinction without a differenibey are all
the same tree.
