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TIP OF THE MONTH

This month’s tip of the month comes from Bob Madmaerning sea urchin ornaments
and suggestions from contributors rtp://www.woodcentral.comUse a Dremel (or
similar rotary tool) with a grinding stone to redine hole in the top and bottom round for
the finial and icicle mounting. The nubs of the Ishave to be ground flat so that the
finial and icicle mounting rim contacts the shéllfew shell suppliers are:

To improve the durability of the sea urchin shalycan coat it. At Wal-Mart you will
find Krylon Triple Thick Crystal Clear Glaze 0500 & spray can. You will also find it
sold on the Krylon web sitén{tp://www.krylon.con). Spray several coats inside and out
and it should protect the shell. The spray willksog so four or five light coats are better
than two or three heavy ones.

It can’t prevent the urchins from busting if droppleut it will provide extra protection
against the environment and the shell breaking dasvmvell as providing a little extra
strength. It also keeps the shells from pickingstgoins from dirty hands or when one is
turning a finial or icicle for a shell from a realtlark dusty wood the dust will not stain
the shell quite as readily.

Be sure to remove all the glue from the sticket th@ometimes on the shells. Shows up
like a sore thumb under the glaze...

Some turners use “CA thick” on the inside seammitB8ik sea urchin shells. The seams
tend to be weak and can separate just from handng of the club members stated he
used carpenter glue on the inside of urchin si¢etfsch is more flexible than CA).

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LIBRARY REVIEW

Malcolm Tibbetts wrote “The Art of Segmented Woading” a few years back. It is a
great guide book for the turner headed into segateocbuntry. Malcolm covers the full
range of segmented issues from design and equipnegnired all the way through
finished turning. Many examples are given but mxofée is “John’s Turning”. Malcolm
includes each step from design to completion. Theéiah blanket feature ring is
explained in detail which demystifies the constiatiso a mere mortal turner could try a
complicated segmented turning.

“John’s Turnihg” by Malcolm Tibbetts

Recently, Malcolm produced his first two videos 8sens in Segmented Woodturning”,
Volume One and Volume Two. They are each two hdong. He takes the viewer

through the complete process of creating a segmiepiece. He also reveals the little
“secrets” of his fantastic feature rings. Woodtusnmay be a sharing lot but, Malcolm
sets a high standard in the sharing departmengdteinto the specific details that will

allow you to improve your segmented turnings. TWie videos are a great companion to
his book as some of the same features are explairzuth.

Even if you have never turned a segmented pieasommend reading Malcolm’s book
and watching the videos. The “that's how that’s @losound will be repeatedly emitted
from your mouth. My wife does not turn and she need at how the features appeared.
For turners that have the segmented virus, trasmst have.
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TURNING MANY SMALL PIECES

For those that are planning to try or are justausiabout segmented turning, here are
some resources you may want to look at. The AAWmefican Woodturner had an
excellent three issue article on segmented turbyndim Rodgers in the Winter 2005 and
Spring and Summer 2006 issues. Kevin Neely has af orthwhile information on his
website; http://www.turnedwood.comincluding detailed plans for table saw sleds for
both common segments and compound segments. Maldbloetts website is worth the
visit at http://www.tahowturner.com Bill Smith not only has beautiful open segmented
examples on his web site but also a lot of “how toticles on his techniques
http://www.smithart.us/index.htm Our club library has both of Curt Theobald'dews.

Randy Rhine has provided a number of his projecfgevious issues of Turning Times.
Randymade a few segmented pieces in the mid 90's. Ttugped doing them until
around 2006. Randy gets bored doing the same #iirtge time and likes to mix it up a
bit. He did quite a lot of segmented work in 20@02, but he hasn’t done any more
since late summer last year. Maybe watching Malcoinbetts will get him back to it at
some point...his work is a good example for thé oéthe club.

Randy generally sketches a design on paper andugenWoodturnerPro to calculate the
segments lengths, etc. The companion program, lamnPro is helpful when doing
multi-generation laminations. He gets his ideasnfra variety of places. Some come
directly out of his head; some come from playinguad with LaminationPro, some
come from observing other segmented work. Randys sayilt pattern books and
magazine are a good source for pattern ideas. @omcsimilar...pieces of wood/fabric
combined to form a pattern. | just wish wood was emsy to cut as fabric”.

Randy chooses woods that provide lots of color. fe®rites for segmented work are
yellowheart, bloodwood, purpleheart, maple, oalkj aralnut and they are all readily
available

You will find that there are many ways to approaelymented turning. Randy has his
own preferences on how he approaches segmentadguHe prefers to use a chop saw
for cutting the segments. Though a table saw agdl wbrk well and some turners use a
band saw. Randy finds the chop saw just more cueme to use.

Segmented turning requires lots of clamps. Spriaghps are used for gluing smaller
pieces such as zigzags. Longer bar clamps for grofipieces. Randy prefers the "quick-
grip" style of clamps. Ring clamps are used forirgjuthe rings. The strap-type 6" dia
ones work well because they can be daisy-chained l&rger diameters.

Randy glues most rings together on the lathe ugiogntering cone in the tail stock to
center the rings.. This is like the method thattQireobald uses. For rings that are too
large for the cone, he uses a Longworth-style chindke tailstock to center the ring.
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Segmented turning is all about the glue bond Raedys to stay with Titebond I,
though he says he thinks any of the yellow woodwaylkylues would work. On occasion
when he needs long open times, he uses polyuretilaadlike Gorilla) but he says it's
messy glue to use and requires clamping. Surgloaks from Costco are a great help in
glue ups, especially with Gorilla glue.
