None of these books are geared specifically to woaodrs, but are meant more for
anyone engaged in a creative activity. | have #igal to limit the list to books that

should be readily available at a good public lijprar

Art and Fearby David Bayles & Ted Orland. This book talksbabsome of the pitfalls
and rewards you can encounter in becoming an .a\&ry artist | know that has read
this book has read it at least twice, and thenstwonit again when they feel that their
work has hit some sort of a road block.

The View from the Studio Dopby Ted Orland. This is a continuation of thetfibsok,
but more in the vein of now that you are an ad@ne things you should give some
consideration to in order to enhance your work kfied This book is not as rich as the
first, but it does have real merit.

The Creative Habjtby Twyla Tharp. This book is positively, handswig my favorite on
the subject of creativity. Tharp, one of the waosldiest choreographers, gives very
practical suggestion on developing your own créagtiand then ends most of the
chapters with exercises to get your brain movintharight direction. 1 will give you a
hint, a major component of being creative is bednganized and then working a whole
lot harder than anyone else you know.

The Shape of Contenby Ben Shahn. Shahn, a painter, wrote this Idtdek over fifty
years ago with some of his ideas about the edusdtimackground needed to be an artist.
The result is the best book | know of on the puepasd meaning in art. A word of
warning, this book is not an easy read. Shahn doéghink the reader is stupid and
needs to be led by the hand, be prepared to briogdd yourself and your own ideas to
the book . After all purpose and meaning in yourhas to come from you, and not a
book. However, the fact that this book has beenicwoously in print for over fifty years
means that many people have, and continue to éaldvalue in its pages.
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The Artist's Way by Julia Cameron. | am not a fan of these bodtk®agh | have read
two of them. Each book is intended to be read averelve week period, reading one
chapter each week and doing the exercises at thefahe chapter. There are some good
suggestions in these books; along with othersdbat | found to be less than useful.
The series is very popular, and if you get intariitbey will take up a share of your time.
In my opinion, time better spent in front of yoatHe.

Other books One thing that | have found very useful is t@rgp time in the library
looking for books on the artists, other than wooelts, that | respect. First person
accounts of what was on the artist’'s mind when ttregted a work are most useful, but a
good art historian can give you a lot of usefubmfation as well. As for woodturners,
ask them directly. They get so many questions ahouwt they made something that
many warm to a question about why they made arcbbjéust be nice; it once took me
over an hour to carefully word an e-mail to Claysten asking him what was the thought
process behind one of his works. The carefully wdrgpart was because | hated
everything about the piece, though I didn’t tethiihat. He sent me back an illuminating
reply that to this day affects the way | think abthe meaning of an object.

The reason being that the book, video or classsbgelf doesn't provide the largest most
necessary ingredient,__ you.

In looking back over the books | have read on oritl realize how much they are all
about the education of an artist; and like any atan, it isn’t just about what you know
but more what you can put to work of what you knowaccomplish your goals. All of
the hard work has to come from you. But the boaksl knowing what others have done
can be of help, and can save you from going dowlead end road or two. Just don'’t
forget the hard work, and if you ever figure owray around it, please let me know.
